[bookmark: _Hlk191025934]Central Idea of the Text: The New Covenant is better than the Old Covenant in that it promises eternal life and every spiritual blessing obtained in our union with Christ.
Specific Objective of the Text: To urge believers to rest in Christ’s finished work and live in Spirit empowered obedience.
Text: Hebrews 8:9–10
[9] not like the covenant that I made with their fathers on the day when I took them by the hand to bring them out of the land of Egypt. For they did not continue in my covenant, and so I showed no concern for them, declares the Lord. [10] For this is the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel after those days, declares the Lord: I will put my laws into their minds, and write them on their hearts, and I will be their God,
and they shall be my people. (ESV)

Introduction:
· Celebrating the New Covenant every Lord’s Day.
· 1st covenant = Old Covenant/ 2nd Covenant = New Covenant
· Old Covenant wasn’t designed to provide salvation.
· The New Covenant is all of grace, and God puts it all on Himself.

Not Like the Old Covenant (v.9)
· A clear contrast.
· What the old revealed, the new accomplished. 
· The Exodus is the redemptive even of the Old Testament.
· Made with the fathers.
· Loving – “God took them by the hand.”
· God is not different in the Old and New Testaments.
· God’s grace was operative in the time of the Old Covenant.
· It was possible to not continue in the Old Covenant.
· Not possible for those who are truly in the New Covenant.
· Faithfulness a requirement of the Old Covenant.
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· Faithfulness is the result/consequent condition of faith in the New Covenant. 
· From Exodus 19-32 & Jeremiah’s view of it (11:6-8)
· Showed no concern/I was their husband.
· Don’t despise the Old Covenant.
· Being in the Old Covenant was a privilege for Israel.
· The Old Covenant shed clarity on the need for a mediator.
· Law has always, and will always exist.
· Our heart problem.

What’s Great about the New Covenant (v.10)
· The days of the Messiah
· New does not mean, never before existing. The New Covenant is the covenant of grace revealed.
· Reason it’s better #1 – laws in minds and on hearts.
· Has continuity and discontinuity with the Old Covenant.
· Laws are old – in fact eternal.
· Internal and not merely external.
· The new birth/regeneration.
· If you’re part of the N.C., this inward change has happened.
· The N.C. is not a mixed community like the O.C.
· Brings with it power.
· Weak and yet powerful.
· Live like it.
· You are an overcomer and more than a conqueror.
· Provides new thinking and feeling for obedience.
· We grow in this and are discipled into it.
· The reversal of Romans 8:7-8.
· It’s permanent and preserving.
· He is our God, and we His people.
· Rooted in God’s guarantee.
· God overcomes our far country wanderings.
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
