Hebrews: The Supremacy of the Son of God pt. 60

Central Idea of the Text: Those who reject the gospel, have no hope of salvation
Specific Objective of the Text: To be persevered through the warnings of Scripture and rest in Christ alone. 

Text: Hebrews 10:26–27
[26] For if we go on sinning deliberately after receiving the knowledge of the truth, there no longer remains a sacrifice for sins, [27] but a fearful expectation of judgment, and a fury of fire that will consume the adversaries.  (ESV)

Introduction: 
· “Sinners in the hands of an Angry God” vs. God in the hand of angry sinners.
· The 4th out of 5 warning passages.
· Designed to help us persevere in the faith.
· Scripture interprets Scripture.
· Assurance and endurance of faith.
· One warning in three parts.
· God is always the same – no change in Him from the Old to the New Testament.

Sinning Deliberately (v.26)
· Contrasting the hopeful encouragement with the warning.
· Exhortations could imply a coming warning. 
· Salvation is not a magical incantation 
· The 2nd and 3rd soil of the Parable of the Sower.
· “For if we...”- the Apostle includes himself.
· Galatians 1:8; 1 Corinthians 9:26-27.
· “Deliberate” is in the emphatic place.
· We sin because we want to. 
· The error of Novatianism.
· The belief that Christ’s atonement only applied to pre conversion sins.
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· We sin because we want to. 
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· Sinning deliberately is not just simply sinning. 
· 1 John 1:8-2:2.
· The difference between lapses and desertion. 
· After receiving the knowledge of the truth.
· Full knowledge
· You talk about believers this way – not unbelievers.
· No longer a sacrifice for sins.
· Hebrews 10:18
· Not a lapse – not just any sin – but apostasy. Turning your back on Christ ultimately with never going back to Him. 
· Speaking on an experiential level. 
· 2nd London Confession – 17.3.
· Don’t just think of those who have walked away from the faith here ...
· 1 John 2:19 – the theological answer
· But think about yourself. 

A fearful Expectation of Judgment (v27)
· A ‘certain’ fearful .... you can be sure of it if you ultimately reject Christ.
· Fury – also translated as zeal.
· Isaiah 26:11 & Zephaniah 1:8
· God does have enemies. 
· 7 abominations to God – Probers 6.
· Two options – receive, rest and remain in Christ, or abandon and reject Him.
· Again – think about yourselves with this warning. 
· Don’t be presumptuous. 
· Those who are in the greatest danger of receiving judgment, are those who think this warning doesn’t apply to them. 
· The promises help us avoid despair – the warnings help us prevent presumption. 
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
