Hebrews: The Supremacy of the Son of God pt. 61
April 12th || Outline: “The Lord Will Judge His People”
Central Idea of the Text: Those who reject the gospel, have no hope of salvation
Specific Objective of the Text: To be persevered through the warnings of Scripture and rest in Christ alone. 

Text: Hebrews 10:28-31
[28] Anyone who has set aside the law of Moses dies without mercy on the evidence of two or three witnesses. [29] How much worse punishment, do you think, will be deserved by the one who has trampled underfoot the Son of God, and has profaned the blood of the covenant by which he was sanctified, and has outraged the Spirit of grace? [30] For we know him who said, “Vengeance is mine; I will repay.” And again, “The Lord will judge his people.” [31] It is a fearful thing to fall into the hands of the living God. (ESV)

Introduction: 
·  A problem in our generation.
· What about the soul and eternity?
· How to succeed in earthly good – become all the more heavenly minded.
· Warnings of Scripture given to help the elect reach the end safely. 
· Not to create doubt, but to help us have the endurance of faith.
· Sinning deliberately here = persistent and continual rejection of Christ
· Apostasy.
· God forgives the sin we do as believers (1 John 2:1; 1 John 1:9).
· Fear is a good motivation.

The Lesser to Greater Argument (vv. 28-29a)
· The old compared to the new. 
· New is better in every way.
· Setting aside the law of Moses.
· Holding God and His word in contempt.
· Deut. 17:2-6
· Idolatry – high handed, continual rebellion.
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· Death by stoning. 
· Worse punishment in the New Covenant.
· Temporal (in time) punishment under the law.
· Typological for the church.
· “Fear Him who can destroy both body and soul in Hell.”

The Theology of Apostasy (v. 29b)
· Trampling underfoot the Son of God.
· Rejection of the Person of Christ
· Profaning the blood of the covenant.
· Rejection of the work of Christ
· By which he was sanctified.
· Set apart – Exodus 24.
· Not positional sanctification – not made holy through union with Christ – but set apart by a profession.
· Outraged the Spirit of grace.
· Reject of the Spirit of Christ.
· Zechariah 12:10
· The Spirit’s work is to give one a heart for Christ. 
· Apostasy is a rejection of the truth of the gospel, after they have come to say, I believe it. 
· The warnings compel us to hold fast.
· Hebrews 3:6, 14; 4:14; 10:23.
· Don’t entertain sin and unbelief.

The Consequence of Apostasy (vv.30-31)
· Gospel seriousness.
· The warning is rooted in the character of God.
· We know Him – Deuteronomy 32:35-43
· Vengeance is His – He is holy. 
· What matters to God more than His precious Son?
· Hell is worse for those who refuse Christ (Heb 6:4-5; Luke 12:47-48).
· We will all stand before God. 
· Judgment or vindication.
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
