Central Idea of the Text: God alone is uncreated, and all things were created by Him.
Specific Objective of the Text: To be encouraged to submit to God’s revelation in faith no matter the cost.

Text: Hebrews 11:3
[3] By faith we understand that the universe was created by the word of God, so that what is seen was not made out of things that are visible. (ESV)

INTRODUCTION:
· Firm in faith – Isaiah 7
· A true, biblical faith does something. 
· Enlightenment problems.
· Theology – the queen of sciences.
· 2025 Ligonier “Statement of Theology”
· 16% of evangelicals agree that religious belief is objective truth.
· Justification – “to be declared righteous.”
1. FAITH RECEIVES DIVINE REVELATION 
· Faith is not blind reliance on God’s word – A.W. Pink
· Faith is no enemy of reason.
· People can’t be reasoned into the kingdom. 
· God’s revelation is the controlling principle of all knowledge. 
· Reason and logic are subject to the Word of God.
· We believe, so that we know.
· Faith is the starting point by which we understand.
· Based on an Authority higher than us.
· No such thing as neutrality.
· 2nd London Confession – 14
· Scripture is our authority.
· God’s word says it – we therefore believe it. 

2. GOD CREATED THE UNIVERSE BY HIS WORD
· Diversity of beliefs in the ancient world.
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2. GOD CREATED THE UNIVERSE BY HIS WORD
· Diversity of beliefs in the ancient world.
· Faith takes God at His Word.
· We weren’t there when God created. 
· We look to His authority then as to how things were created.
· Genesis 1:1 is foundational to our understanding. 
· If a person’s starting point for understanding is not God, they have no ground to make knowledge or truth claims. 
· God’s Word is our starting point. 
· Comparing Romans 1 and the need for faith. 
· Understanding has with it a moral capacity that is required.
· “clearly” in Rom 1:20 is the same Greed word for “understand” in Heb 11:3.
· Gods’ Word is the foundation of our faith. 
· God’s word is required for us to grow in the faith. 
· “Rhema” not “logos” here. 
· Our belief about creation speaks to other things. 
· 2nd London Confession – 1.1	
· Sufficient unto all saving knowledge, faith, and obedience.
· Not sufficient for all things. 
· The same faith that believes gospel truth, must also believe creation truth as they both have one Source. 

3. GOD CREATED OUT OF NOTHING
· 11:3 illustrates 11:1
· God’s “fingerprints” in creation.
· Imagine seeing amazing things in creation, but not seeing the Amazing Creator behind them all. 
· Creation “ex nihilo.” – creation out of nothing.
· God is omnipotent.
· Creator/creature distinction.
· God has intellect and will.
· If not – life has no meaning.
· God can recreate (raise the dead).

Everything God has promised, is as secure as creation.
The Bible doesn’t give us all the details of creation – but it’s abundantly clear that God did create and upholds.
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
